If you are a United States Citizen, at least 18 years of age at the time of the next election and a

resident in Los Angeles County, you may be eligible to register and vote while incarcerated.

ﬂ If You Are Currently Incarcerated
You may register and vote if:

= Awaiting or on trial for a criminal offense and not convicted.
= Serving time for a traffic or misdemeanor offense.

= Serving time in a local jail as condition of probation due to a suspended sentence
for a felony conviction.

You may not register and vote if:

= Already convicted of a felony offense and serving a sentence in a Los Angeles
County facility or State prison.

= Still on probation/parole for a felony conviction as condition of your release from
prison/jail.
